Fairfax Co. Chairman Bulova to Join with Community Residences 

to Celebrate the Opening of a New ICF on Nov. 17
[Arlington, VA, November 12, 2009] -- Community Residences, Inc. (CRI), the largest and most experienced private provider of Intermediate Care Facilities (ICF) in Virginia, will host an Open House at 10:45 a.m. on Tues., Nov. 17 to celebrate its newest ICF, located on Park Road in Alexandria, VA.  Fairfax County Chairman Sharon Bulova will participate in the ceremony. A reception will follow the ribbon-cutting and guests will be offered a tour of the residence.
The Park Road ICF will help meet the critical need for services to assist a growing Fairfax County population:  adults with moderate to severe intellectual disabilities that require around-the-clock assistance.

The 6,000 square-feet residence is fully handicapped accessible, features recreational and community activity rooms, and will offer most clients a private bedroom and bathroom.  When the ICF opens in January, CRI’s inter-disciplinary team of clinical specialists will provide caring services 24/7 to eight adults with intellectual disabilities.  The goal is to enable residents to live as independently and with as high a quality of life as possible.
The property, which was previously in foreclosure, was purchased with CRI private funds and renovated with the assistance of local businesses, nonprofit organizations, individual donors and a $102,000 grant from Fairfax County.

"By working together, the nonprofit community, business sector and local government are having a positive impact on the lives of the citizens who will be served here, their families and the surrounding community,” said Dennis Manning, president and CEO of Community Residences.  “We’re very grateful for the support of our sponsors.”
