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Fairfax Co. Chairman Bulova Congratulates Community Residences, Inc. 

[Fairfax County, VA, November 17, 2009] -- Sharon Bulova, chairman of the Fairfax County Board of Supervisors, today congratulated Community Residences, Inc. (CRI) for transforming a foreclosed property into a “wonderful, beautiful” home for adults with disabilities.

“It’s important that our county makes it possible for people of all abilities to live in a community. This doesn’t happen without the help of Community Residences and other organizations. I commend you for the work you do, which has a positive impact, not just on the residents you serve, but on their neighbors and the larger community,” said Chairman Bulova.
She expressed special appreciation for CRI’s clinical staff. “You make a real difference in the quality of life of those you serve and we thank you for making this your calling,” she said. 

Chairman Bulova delivered her remarks at the Open House ceremony celebrating CR’s newest Intermediate Care Facility (ICF) located on Park Road near Alexandria. Joining the celebration were local business and government representatives; nonprofit executives; Park Road neighbors; and CR Board members, staff and clients. Fairfax County Vice Chairman Penelope Gross also attended the event and participated in the ribbon-cutting ceremony as the local County representative of the Park Road neighborhood.
The Park Road ICF will help meet the critical need in Northern Virginia for residential care services to assist adults with moderate to severe intellectual disabilities. The 6,000 square-feet residence is handicapped accessible, features recreational and community activity rooms, and will offer most clients a private bedroom and bathroom. When the ICF accepts residents in January, CRI’s inter-disciplinary team of clinical specialists will provide caring services around-the-clock to eight adults with intellectual disabilities.  
The property was purchased with CRI private funds and renovated with the assistance of local businesses, nonprofit organizations, donors and a $102,000 grant from Fairfax County.
“CR is the largest private provider of residential care services in Virginia. By transforming the Park Road property, we have set a new benchmark for being good neighbors and providing our
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clients with comfortable living arrangements. Our goal is to give every client the physical space, independence and caring assistance they need for a fulfilling life,” said Matthew P. Snow, chairman of the board of Community Residences, Inc.
